The GRANTVILLE-ALLIED GARDENS KIWANIS FOUNDATION offers scholarships 
ranging from $300-$1,500.

General Information: Scholarships are offered to our Circle K and Key Club members planning to attend or are enrolled in a 2 or 4 year college or vocational school.  The scholarship is to cover tuition, books and other college fees & incidentals for the complete college year immediately following the award. The scholarship will be sent directly to the College or University for distribution at the time the expenses are incurred by the student (NOTE: exceptions to where the scholarship will be sent have been made). 

Qualifications: These scholarships are reviewed and considered based on the following: 
  	1)  Currently an active member of PHHS Key Club or SDSU Circle K 
2)  A correctly completed application. Preferably emailed (see below for email address to send it to),
but legible, handwritten applications will be accepted. 
3)  A personal essay (see application for conditions of the essay)
4)  2 letters of recommendation  (get on this ASAP!)
5)  Extra-Curricular school activities (not related to Kiwanis Family) 
6)  Other community service (not related to school) 
7)  Grade Point Average (GPA) of 2.0 or higher. 


Deadline: Scholarship applications must be completely filled out and include all required information to be considered. All completed applications must be submitted no later than Thursday, APRIL 9th at 8:30a.m.  Please submit the completed application to the Scholarship Committee chair Gary Blume at AmyGaryBlume@gmail.com     Applications will also be accepted by Circle K Advisors or Key Club Advisors.  NO APPLICATIONS WILL BE CONSIDERED FOR AWARD IF RECEIVED AFTER 8:30 a.m. on Thursday, April 9th.

1. Complete the application thoroughly.  Please type your answers directly on your downloaded form and save your changes.  You may then submit the applications as an email attachment.  If you are unable to do this, handwritten applications will also be accepted as long as it is legibly filled out.

1. Write an essay, about yourself, covering the following topics (no more than 3 pages): 
1. Future goals/career plans and how you plan on accomplishing those goals.
1. How has participating in a community service organization enriched your life?
1. Who in your life has made the biggest impact in your life and why?
1. To what extent will you need financial assistance to reach your goals?

1. Two (2) letters of recommendation from any two of the following: teacher, Pastor or Religious Leader, Kiwanian, School Counselor, Community Leader or Employer.  Please include contact information for the person who writes the letter.  Letters will not be accepted from active members of Kiwanis sponsored youth clubs.  Email or paper form is acceptable. 

1. Complete the PARTICIPATION IN K-KIDS, BUILDERS CLUB, KEY CLUB, CIRCLE K and KIWANIS ACTIVITIES form for each group in which you participated	

1. A complete unofficial transcript of your most recent school records showing all grades & classes taken.
Scanned and emailed, or paper forms are both acceptable.

1. All above requirements must be combined and submitted to KIWANIS CLUB of GRANTVILLE-ALLIED GARDENS by April 9th, 8:30 a.m.  All requirements in electronic form can be submitted to Scholarship Committee Chair Gary Blume at AmyGaryBlume@gmail.com.  Electronic submission is preferable, but if part or all of application is in paper form, that is acceptable as well.  Applications in paper form will also be accepted by Circle K advisors or Key Club advisors.  NO APPLICATIONS WILL BE CONSIDERED IF RECEIVED AFTER APRIL 9th,  8:30 a.m.
